Several programs have been initiated to enhance the livability of the Millersville 
community. One such program is Stream Watch, which is emphasized on the 
new website. 

Stream Watch is a citizen watchdog group created to help monitor  Slaters 
Creek for debris, turbidity, temperature, odor and illici t discharges. 

Another program to be highlighted on the 
new website is the R.I.D. Campaign. 
R.I.D. is an acronym for Report I llegal Dumping. This is a campaign to help rid 
Millersville of illegal dumping in our streams, vac ant land or any other location 
where dumping has occurred. Look for signs to be placed in strategic locations 
throughout the city. 

The website will also bring attention to the ReNew Crew Program. This program 
uses volunteer labor, monetary donations 
and material donations to repair the homes 
of the elderly, disabled and low-income 

families. This takes place on the first Saturday of May each year. You are urged 
to volunteer your time and talents to this worthwhile prog ram. 

And finally, Safety Day Extravaganza is held on the last Saturday in April each 
year and brings fire, building, police, and worker safety to  the forefront. This is a 
fun day for the whole family with free admission, d emonstrations, food, booths 
and children’s inflatable play structures. Plan now to a ttend, April 24, 2010.

     Step two will be to schedule a citywide 
cleanup day and offer a location where ex-
cessive trash and large items can be brought and 
discarded free of charge.

     Step three will be an ongoing community 
involvement in the cleanup efforts. The city will 
continue to educate the public and offer special 
cleanup events periodically.  
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 As the Commission races forward in this push for a

· Pick up trash 
everywhere you see it 
· Report Illegal 
Dumping at (615) 
859-2758. 
· Maintain a clean 
and tidy yard 
· Pick up your 
pet’s waste 

· Maintain you automobiles to prevent petroleum 
leaks 

· Call city hall at (615) 859-0880 for information 
on large item pick-up. 

· Maintain your driveway and sidewalks to pre-
vent injury or erosion. 

· Complete seasonal maintenance on your home. 
· Properly dispose of all garbage (animal and 

vegetable waste). Throwing this waste on the 
ground will invite rodents and other pests to  
your property. 

· Never allow your grass to grow over eight (8) 
inches in height. 

· Do not allow standing water as this is the breed-
ing ground for mosquitoes. 

· Do not allow tree debris to remain on your 
property—require tree trimming contractors to 
remove the debris from your yard 

· Suitably cover, store or remove vehicles not 
properly tagged or road ready.

     As the City Commission 
finalized the City's annual 
budget process, the decision 
was made to move forward 
with plans to promote business 
development . 
This effort has 
four major parts. 
      The first is to 
stabilize land val-
ues so that your 
property will ap-
preciate in value 
as the real estate 
markets dictate. Millersville is a 
unique place so we believe that 
values will appreciate even in 
these times of slow economic 
growth. This is accomplished 
as we formulate a land use 
policy plan that ensures that 
business development people 

will give us a “serious look.”  
     Secondly, the City has 
taken a proactive approach to 
the development of Louisville 
Highway. This is the first thing 

people see when 
t h e y  p a s s 
through town 
and we want it to 
be an impressive 
one. The City has 
recently invested 
in property at the 
South city limit 

for the simple reason of maxi-
mizing the retail potential.  
Over time this will set the stage 
for future development for this 
area and truly announce to 
everyone what Millersville is all 
about.  
     Thirdly, the City Commis-

sion has begun an aggressive 
plan to develop a City Park. 
Millersville incorporated in 
1981 and has tried to provide 
the best in basic services to it's 
citizens. It's time for the City 
to move to have a park. The 
first phase of park develop-
ment will begin at the Commu-
nity Center. You will hear 
more about the Park as we 
move through the process of 
development.
